
Treatment for endometrial cancer
Your treatment will depend on the type and stage of your 
endometrial cancer. Your treatment options will also 
depend on the results of tests on the cancer cells, your 
health, and your personal preferences. 

Surgery is the main treatment for most types of  
endometrial cancer. This often involves removing the 
uterus. Surgery to remove the uterus is called a  
hysterectomy. Other organs might also be removed,  
such as the ovaries.  

Other treatment can include radiation, hormone  
therapy, and medicines such as chemo, targeted drug 
therapy, or immunotherapy. In some cases, more than 
one type of treatment is needed. Your doctor will help 
you decide which treatments are best for you. 

Surgery and some other treatments can cause changes 
in your menstrual periods. Your periods might stop,  
even if you haven’t gone through menopause. These  
treatments could also affect your ability to get pregnant, 
but there may be ways to protect this. It’s important to 
talk to your doctor early, before your treatment starts. 
They can help you understand what to expect.

Be sure to ask:
• What is the goal of treatment?
• What type of endometrial cancer do I have?
• What stage is my endometrial cancer, and what

does that mean?
• What else have you learned from my test results?
• Will I need more tests?
• Will I need surgery? Will my uterus be removed?

What to expect before and
